VIRGINIA PLUMBING AND MECHANICAL INSPECTORS ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS (as of April 2008)
- _____________________________________________________________________________________________________________

ARTICLE I — The Name, Seal, and Address of this Association

Section 1. The name shall be the Virginia Plumbing and Mechanical
Inspectors’ Association; herein and hereafter referred to as the
Association.

Section 2. The seal shall be as indicated below:

Section 3. The address shall be that of the Executive Secretary or

as otherwise designated by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE II — Objectives

Section 1. The objectives of the Association are:
A. To participate in the formulation of Virginia Plumbing
and Mechanical Code provisions.

B. To promote uniform understanding and application of
the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code.

C. To promote and secure uniform inspection methods
throughout the Commonwealth of Virginia.

D. To promote closer industry unity between code officials,
governing agencies and the private sector.

E. To promote and improve the standard of professional
plumbing and mechanical inspectors.

F. To provide professional development through an annual
education and training seminar which shall be known as
the School of Instruction.

G. To encourage growth of the Association by providing
enhanced services to its members and by promoting
strong leadership values, respect and the pursuit of
common goals.

ARTICLE III — Membership

Section 1. Active membership shall be open to code officials
actively engaged in plumbing and/or mechanical code enforcement.
Application for membership shall be in writing and submitted to the
Executive Secretary.

Section 2. Associate membership shall be open to those persons
interested in the design, manufacture, installation or sale of plumbing
and/or mechanical systems and who are willing to promote the
objectives of the Association. Application for membership shall be
in writing, submitted to the Executive Secretary and reviewed by the
Board of Directors for approval.

Section 3. Retired membership shall be open to those members sub-
mitting written application for retired status to the Executive Secretary.

Section 4. Life membership may be extended only to Active and
Associate members who have significantly contributed to promoting
the objectives of the Association. Life members may be nominated
and approved by the general membership at the third general mem-
bership meeting. Life membership shall be limited to one Active
member and one Associate member per calendar year.

Section 5. Charter members are those who founded the Association.

Section 6. Honorary membership shall be open to those persons
who are not members of the Association but have made a significant
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contribution in promoting the objectives of the Association.
Nominations for Honorary membership shall be in writing, submitted
to the Executive Secretary by any member and reviewed by the
Board of Directors for approval.

Section 7. All members shall conduct themselves in accordance
with the Associations Code of Ethics.

ARTICLE IV — Board of Directors

Section 1. The Association shall be governed by a Board of
Directors, herein and hereafter referred to as the Board, which shall
consist of the elected officers, District Directors, the Director-at-
Large and the Chairperson of each standing committee.

Section 2. The Board shall manage the policies, business, property
and affairs of the Association.

Section 3. Officers
A. The officers of the Association shall consist of a
President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer. The
officers shall be Active members and shall be elected
and installed during the annual School of Instruction.

B. The officers shall hold office from the close of the annu-
al School of Instruction through the close of the annual
School of Instruction of the following year. Officers
shall serve no more than two consecutive terms in the
same office.

Section 4. Directors
A. A total of four active members may be elected as
District Directors. The Directors shall be Active mem-
bers and shall be elected and installed during the annual
School of Instruction.

B. The Directors shall hold office from the close of the
annual School of Instruction through the close of the
annual School of Instruction the following year.

C. Each District shall consist of all cities, towns and coun-
ties as outlined in Appendix A.

D. The Director-at-Large shall be the immediate Past
President.

E. Non-voting Ex-officio members on the Board of
Directors shall include the President, or his or her duly
appointed representative, of the Virginia Chapter of the
International Association of Electrical Inspectors, The
Virginia Fire Prevention Association, and The Virginia
Building Code Officials Association.

Section 5. In the event that an Officer or Director resigns, the
Board shall appoint, as soon as possible, an Active member to fill the
unexpired term.

Section 6. Appointments
A. An Executive Secretary shall be appointed by the Board
for a maximum term of five years or as determined by
the Board. Compensation of services rendered shall be
as approved by the Board.

B. A Director of Finance shall be appointed by the Board
for a maximum term of five years or as determined by
the Board. Compensation of services rendered shall be
as approved by the Board.

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The new HVAC equipment sizing code:
What you need to know

businesses and code officials have believed

that residential HVAC equipment selec-
tion was performed following guidance in
ACCA Manual J. After all, that was the code
requirement in the International Residential
Code M1401.3, “size equipment per ACCA
Manual J...” rightt WRONG!!

Manual ] is only used to calculate the heat-
ing and cooling loads. The current, nationally-
recognized Manual J8 guides HVAC system
designers to use ACCA Manual S, Residential
Equipment Selection, to select equipment that
is the right size (see section 10-4).

For many years some professional HVAC

Why use Manual S

There are three good reasons to use Manual
S: it is the nationally-recognized standard, it
prevents problems associated with equip-
ment over and under sizing, and it’s a
requirement in the 2009 International
Residential Code (IRC).

Manual S, Residential Equipment Selec-
tion, is the ANSI-recognized, national stan-
dard providing clear instruction for interpret-
ing and applying original equipment manu-
facturers’ (OEM) expanded performance
data. Manual S instructs designers how to
select equipment which meets the application
requirements (heating, sensible cooling, and
latent cooling) at the design conditions that
were used for calculating the loads.

Manual S also sets equipment sizing lim-
its, as summarized in Table 1. These sizing
limits ensure equipment capacities will keep
customers comfortable while preventing the
problems associated with equipment over
and under sizing which include: health issues
associated with excessive humidity, callbacks
from comfort complaints, higher building
costs (larger equipment is more expensive,
more materials are needed, and more labor is
used to install it), larger energy consumption,
and greater wear and tear on the equipment '.

Finally, Manual S is a code requirement. A
modification adopted in the 2009 IRC clari-
fies an existing requirement for sizing HVAC
equipment (change is underlined).

“Heating and cooling equipment shall be sized
in accordance with ACCA Manual S based on
building loads calculated in accordance with
ACCA Manual J or other approved heating
and cooling calculation methodologies.”

How to Apply Manual S
Heating Example (Part I)

Manual ] heating load calculations produce
values, in Btu/h, for selecting the heating
equipment. This heating example will select a
furnace for a home that has a heating require-
ment of 56,000 Btu/h. The furnace needed
must have the capacity to deliver 56,000 Btu/h
in order to maintain 70°F in the home when
the outdoor temperature dips to the outdoor
design temperature (refer to Section 3-6 and
Table 1A of Manual J8).

Based on the home’s load and the sizing
limitations from Table 1, the furnace must
produce more than 56,000 Btu/h, but less
than 78,400 Btu/h. The home’s heating capac-
ity requirement is 56,000 Btu/h and the fur-
nace can have a capacity no larger than 140%
of the heating load (140% x 56,000 = 78,400
Btu/h).

Using the manufacturer’s product data in

which is enough to meet the requirement.
The FR 60-036 has too little capacity (48,000
Btu/h, 86% of the load), and the FR 125-036
has too much output capacity (100,000
Btu/h, 178% of the load), selecting either the
FR 60-036 or the 125-036 would cause com-
fort complaints, and in the case of the 125-
036, would lead to a more expensive system.

If you are installing this furnace at eleva-
tions above 2,500 feet there are additional
requirements that must be considered, see
Manual S for more information.

Cooling Example
Load calculations produce cooling capacity
requirements for selecting the HVAC equip-
ment. For this cooling example, we will select
an air conditioner for a home with the follow-
ing Manual ] cooling loads:

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An Introduction to ACCA Manual S

Sensible and Latent Loads
When considering the cooling load, there are
two parts - the sensible and latent load.

The sensible load is the heat that is meas-
ured by a thermometer or a thermostat. It is heat
that you consciously feel. It is the heat you
associate with a desert or a dry heat.

Latent load is the heat associated with air-
borne moisture (produces relative humidity
as measured by a hygrometer or humidistat).
During the cooling process, moisture is
extracted from indoor air.

High latent heat or high relative humidi-
ty feels humid, clammy, or steamy. An exam-
ple is a home that shows a cool temperature
on the thermostat but, because of high
humidity, still feels uncomfortable. When you
walk into this home your initial impression is
that it is cool, but then as your body adjusts to
the room temperature, you begin to feel
sticky, clammy, and uncomfortable. You may
even feel warm again. This is why two homes
that have the same reading on a thermometer
or thermostat can feel very different.

Manual S has four steps for selecting
cooling equipment:

4 Set the design parameters

4 Estimate the target airflow

4 Search for equipment candidates

4 Evaluate and select the acceptable
candidates (more than one candidate
may be offered to the customer)

Step 1. Design Parameters

There are many design parameters to consider.
Some of these parameters were decided during
the system design procedure: Equipment type,
location, fuel, etc. However, the design param-
eters considered now come from the load cal-
culations, Manual S, and the OEM perform-
ance data.

Two of the design parameters listed in
Table 3 relate to the design conditions used to
calculate the cooling load. Unlike heating
equipment, the cooling equipment capacity

varies with the outdoor conditions. The out-
door and indoor design conditions that were
used to calculate the cooling load must be used
when selecting the equipment. In this case, the
indoor conditions were a 63°F wet bulb tem-
perature (this is equivalent to 75°F dry bulb,
50%Rh), and an outdoor design temperature
of 95°F

Another design parameter is the sizing
limit Manual S sets for air conditioners. Based
on the home’s load and sizing limitations from
Table 1, an air conditioner must meet the total
cooling load requirement (30,000 Btu/h), but can
have no more than 34,500 Btu/h (115% x 30,000
= 34,500). Therefore, the air conditioner we
need must produce more than 30,000 Btu/h,
but less than 34,500 Btu/h.

Step 2. Estimate the Target Airflow
Target airflow for the cooling system must be
estimated. Manual S provides instructions’ to
use the home’s sensible heat ratio (SHR) to cal-
culate the target airflow. This target airflow nar-
rows the search for equipment candidates. The
home’s SHR also indicates whether the air con-
ditioner will need exceptional moisture
removal (humid climates) or extra temperature
control (hot and dry climates). This airflow
rate is only a target; the actual airflow will be
based on the OEM expanded performance
data. Based on the SHR of the home, our target
airflow is 952 CFM.

Determining Target Airflow

Target airflow is based on the home’s SHR. The
SHR is the ratio of the sensible load to the total
load (SHR = Sensible Load / Total Load). This
home’s SHR is 73% (SHR = 22,000 / 30,000 =
73.3%). The recommended temperature drop
across the cooling coil, based on this SHR, is
21°E. The formula to determine the target
CFM from this temperature difference is CFM
=SBtu/l’ + (AT X 1.1 X ACF). The target CFM
for this air conditioner is 952 CFM.

CFM  =22,000 + (21°F x 1.1 X 1.0) = 952CFM

The cooling design parameters for the
sample house are show in Table 3.

Step 3. Search for Equipment
Candidates

The HVAC designer should always select a
MATCHED system, a system that is rated by
AHRI or certified by the OEM to deliver the
specified capacity under the design conditions.
Diligent HVAC system designers should exam-
ine different product lines and equipment
styles when searching for equipment candi-
dates. In addition to package and split systems,
there are other low capacity heating and cool-
ing systems which will serve small loads (e.g.,
ductless mini-split systems, radiant panels, and
packaged terminal air conditioners).

OEM Performance Data
vs. AHRI Data
AHRI produces the standards for rating vari-
ous heating and cooling equipment.
Manufacturers are responsible for testing and
certifying the performance of their heating
and cooling equipment to these standards.
After equipment is tested in accordance with
the appropriate standard, the OEM data is
published in AHRI product directories
(www.ahrinet.org). However, the certification
and efficiency data that appears in the product
directories should not be used to select the
heating and cooling equipment. The test con-
ditions AHRI uses simulate a very small geo-
graphic area in the US which restricts the use
of this data. Hence, OEM expanded perform-
ance data should be used to select the properly
sized equipment, and AHRI directories should
only be used to compare relative equipment
efficiency ratings.

Different OEMs will present their per-
formance data in various formats. However,

each format will generally include the same
basic information: required airflow through
the coil, entering air wet-bulb temperature’,
outdoor temperature, and the equipment’s
cooling capacities (usually total and sensible
capacities). Based on a cooling requirement
of 30,000 Btu/h, is a 2.5 ton system the prop-
er unit to select?

The 2.5 ton system (Table 4) does not
have enough total cooling capacity at a 95°F
outdoor temperature and entering wet bulb
temperature of 63°F. Therefore, choosing this
air conditioner would fail to keep the cus-
tomer comfortable during hot summer after-
noons. In a home with a cooling load of
30,000 Btu/h, a 2.5 ton unit seems like the nat-
ural choice. However, after examining the OEM
expanded performance data (with reference to
the design parameters), it is apparent that this
2.5 ton system would be a poor choice.

Given the stated design parameters, the
3.0 ton system (Table 5) is actually a better fit.
It has enough total cooling capacity (31,510
Btu/h) without exceeding the 115% limit
(34,500 Btu/h). The system’s sensible cooling
capacity (23,000 Btu/h) also meets the sensible
cooling load (22,000 Btu/h). The latent capac-
ity (8,510 Btu/h) of this system (total — sensible
= latent) is sufficient to provide proper dehu-
midification for the example home (latent load
8,000 Btu/h).

The other design element gleaned from
Table 5 is the volume of air, in cubic feet per
minute’ (CFM) that must flow over the
indoor air conditioner coil’ to achieve the
required cooling capacities. The airflow for
this air conditioner, 1,050 CFM, is different
than the target airflow, 952 CEM. Is this dif-
ference a problem? No. The goal is to find an
air conditioner with the right capacity. The
process to determine target airflow provided
insight to the sensible and latent cooling
capacity relationships that needed to be con-
sidered. 1,050 CFM will be subsequently used
in the Manual D (Residential Duct Systems)
duct sizing calculations’.

Manufacturers of furnaces, fan coils, and
other equipment with blower assemblies cre-
ate blower performance charts for the differ-
ent models they produce. These charts pro-
vide the data needed to determine how much
airflow a blower assembly produces at a given
fan speed when pushing air against a certain
amount of external static pressure (ESP).
Based on the fan speed and the amount of
resistance that is external to the unit’, the
chart provides the volume of air the blower
assembly can move’. The XYZ furnace manu-

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facturer produced a blower performance
chart (Table 6) for the FR 80-036. The fur-
nace delivers 1,050 CFM on low fan speed
with an ESP of 0.65 IWC.(1,070 CFM at .60
IWC — interpolated to 1,050 CFM at 0.65).

Using the known specifications and expe-
rience this fan should have enough capacity to
accommodate the air conditioner coil, a good
filter, and the resistance from a “typical” duct
system. Given the fan performance of 1,050
CFM @ 0.65 TWC External Static Pressure:

Add 0.19 TWC for the air conditioner
coil (per XYZ Co. specs)

Add 0.21 TWC for the pleated filter (at
1,200 CEM per filter specs)

Add 0.25 IWC for the duct system
(approximate value based on experience)
Total 0.65 External static pressure

Step 4. Evaluate and Select the
Acceptable Candidates
These two cooling equipment candidates
were evaluated throughout the example.
However, an HVAC designer would use this
step to evaluate the HVAC system that best
met their customer’s different energy efficiency,
IAQ, price points, or other needs. The evalua-
tion of the candidates may look like Table 7.

How to Apply Manual S:

Heating Example (Part 1)

The cooling system has been selected and the
proposed design airflow is 1,050 CFM, this
airflow must also meet the furnace’s require-
ments before it can be used for the Manual D
duct design®. The XYZ model FR80-036 fur-
nace has an OEM design temperature rise
range of 35°F - 65°F (Table 2). The air tem-
perature rise through the furnace depends on
the airflow through the heat exchanger. If
1,050 CFM causes the temperature rise to fall
outside the desired range then: the equip-
ment may cycle off on safety limits, the fur-
nace could suffer damage, or other unsafe
conditions may be created.

Problems Associated With Incorrect
Airflow

Slow Air (too much temperature rise): Slow
moving air may allow the heat exchanger to
become too hot, which may damage (warp or
crack) the metal heat exchanger. Fast Air (too lit-
tle temperature rise): Excessive airflow rate; air
moving too quickly may cause condensation in
the metal heat exchanger (this produces an acid
that can harm or penetrate the heat exchanger).

Conclusion

Equipment selection is a vital step in the
HVAC system design process. As “first pre-
venters”, code officials carry the responsibili-
ty to enforce the code, and to prevent harm
to future and current occupants. Proper
HVAC equipment selection is one of the
many ways that code officials protect occu-
pant health and safety.

This simple example was quickly
reviewed. You will find that Manual S has
much more instruction, examples, and useful
information. »

End Notes

1 Over sized equipment satisfies the control’s set point faster, this leads to more starts and stops.
Equipment start-up creates extreme stress on mechanical components.

2 Manual S Section 3-10, page 3-4, Step 2 provides detailed instructions to determine the target air-

flow used in the equipment selection process.

3 In this case we use the homes sensible cooling requirement in the formula instead of the total

cooling capacity.

4 This measurement considers the air’s temperature and moisture content.
5 Air volume is measured in Cubic Feet per Minute (CFM). CFM is the amount of air in cubes (one
foot by one foot by one foot) which move through a duct in one minute.

6 The XYZ model AC-36 must have 1,050 CFM over indoor air conditioner coil in order to deliver
the specified cooling capacity, if the airflow value changes the equipment capacity changes as well.

7 Also a code requirement - IRC Section 1601.1.

8 Eternal static pressure (ESP) is the pressure produced by ducts and accessories external to the
rated blower assembly. The OEM provided pressure chart will define accessories that were includ-
ed (e.g. a filter) and other pertinent information.

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Gas Piping

s a result of the changes that occurred to the

2009 International Fuel Gas Code, there

have been several inquiries from ICC mem-
bers about the intent of Section 404.1. This article is
intended to help clarify and answer some of the com-
mon questions that are being asked.

Section 404.1 in the 2006 [FGC, reads as follows:
“Piping shall not be installed in or through a

circulating air duct, clothes chute, chimney or gas

vent, ventilating duct, dumbwaiter or elevator shaft.

Piping installed downstream of the point of deliv-

ery shall not extend through any townhouse unit

other than the unit served by such piping.”

The 2009 IFGC has been changed to read:
“Piping shall not be installed in or through a
ducted supply, return or exhaust or a clothes chute,
chimney or gas vent, dumbwaiter or elevator shaft.
Piping installed down of the point of delivery shall

A plenum is defined in the IMC as an

enclosed portion of the building structure,

other than an occupied space being condi-

tioned, that is designed to allow movement and

thereby serve as a part of an air distribution system.
The intent of Section 404.1 is to not allow gas

piping to be installed in or through a duct. This is

of the code. The confusion usually occurs when gas
piping is installed in a return air plenum as shown in
Figure 2. This usually occurs in multistory office
buildings where the space between a lowered T-bar

ceiling and the floor or roof is used as a return air
plenum.

Another area of clarification in Section 404.1
is shown in Figure 3. This type of installation is
usually found in residential construction but it can
also be found in commercial buildings. In this
type of installation, an upflow forced air furnace
is installed in a closet on a raised floor and the
space between the furnace floor and the building
floor is used as a return air plenum. In this type of
an installation, gas piping is allowed in the return
air plenum.

The last part of Section 404.1 was added to
the 2006 IFGC and references piping in town-
houses. The intention of this requirement is to not
allow gas piping from the meter to extend through
a townhouse not served by the gas piping from
that particular meter. Figure 4 shows what the
code is prohibiting. When this occurs, the gas pip-
ing is usually located in an above grade under
floor location as shown. It has been interpreted
that the same restriction would apply if the gas
piping was installed on the roof of a townhouse
building.

It should be noted that this requirement does
not include apartments or condominiums. It is
only intended for townhouses.

Hopefully this article will clear up any ques-
tions that you may have had about Section 404.1
in the IFGC. n

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A small group...

of Virginia plumbing inspectors met in 1959
following a seminar at VPIA in Blacksburg.
The group discussed the possibility of form-
ing a statewide association for the purpose of
dissemination of information touching on new
methods, materials and testing procedures
used in the plumbing and heating profession.

Following the three-day seminar the
inspectors returned to their respective jobs.
Being dedicated to their profession, these
men contacted individual members of the
Virginia State Master Plumbers Association
meeting. Cards were mailed asking the
inspectors if they were interested in forming
such an association.

The first meeting of the group, which
would be called The Virginia Plumbing
Inspectors Association, took place April 14,
1962 at the Hotel John Marshall in
Richmond. Attending were fourteen plumb-
ing inspectors and three associate members.
(These names are published as Charter
Members.) The first order of business for
the group was to name a temporary chair-
man, Mr. Mannion, followed by nomination
and election of officers.

Officers elected were: President, Charles
E. Mannion, Richmond; Vice President, Paul
C. King, County of Fairfax; Secretary, John
B. Mason, Rich-mond; Treasurer, James B.
Jones, Jr., Martinsville; and Sgt. At Arms, E.
R. Carr, Winchester. Board of Directors
named included: U.E. Allen, Jr., Portsmouth;
Frank B. Bosman, County of Arlington; and
Gordon Dameron, Danville.

A committee consisting of inspectors
King, Chairman, Carr and Cooper was ap-
pointed and instructed to draw up the pro-
posed by-laws for the association. A general
discussion followed covering the aims and
purposes of the organization. A date was set
for the next meeting and the group adjourned
its meeting to join the Master Plumbers Assoc-
iation, which was in session at this time.

By-Laws Adopted

VPIA met November 3, 1962 at 1014 East

Broad Street, Richmond. The By-Laws

Committee presented its report, which was

duly adopted. Article II of those by-laws set

forth the purpose of the organization:

A.Cooperate in the formulation of Virginia
Plumbing Code Standards.

B. Promote uniform understanding and
application of all city, town and county
plumbing codes.

C.Secure and promote uniform administra-
tive ordinances and inspection methods.

D.Promote closer cooperation between
inspectors, inspection departments, health
departments, plumbing contractors and
the public.

E. Promote and improve the standards of the
profession of plumbing inspectors.

E To institute and maintain a central organi-
zation to properly test new materials and
methods to be used in this Commonwealth.

School of Instruction

The Association embarked on a program
when Paul C. King served as proxy which
has proven to be well accepted by those
men serving in all phases of the plumbing
industry. Known as “School of Instruction
and Conference,” the program owes its suc-
cess to D. Paul Jack, Hampton. Through his
efforts, almost single-handedly, Mr. Jack
managed to obtain speakers from Texas,
across the south, and as far west as
Wisconsin. The first annual School of
Instruction and Conference was held in
Hampton on April 17 and 18, 1964 and was
a huge success. Each succeeding year has
found the meeting generating more interest
in the plumbing profession.

Inspectors have found that the annual
school and conference has given us the
opportunity to carry out some of the aims of
VPIA, namely: “the dissemination of new
methods and materials” on a state-wide
basis. Our speakers are not only considered
experts in their fields but they also present
facts which help to generate enthusiasm
among those association members interested
in promoting the plumbing profession.

Executive Secretary

In 1969 the Board of Directors appointed an
Executive Secretary with the responsibilities
to direct the school for Qualified Plumbing
Inspectors and to publish a newsletter for the
purpose of keeping inspectors abreast with
the workings of the association and other
related items of interest that inspectors in
Virginia and the southeastern states should
be concerned with. Thus far the newsletter
has accomplished its purpose and its present
circulation includes eighteen states.

We are proud to be members of VPIA.
The knowledge we have gained during the
past years has made it possible for us to be
cognizant that the plumbing profession is

indeed one of the leading ‘trades’ in the
building industry:.

History Up-Date
In 1986, the Board of Directors instructed
the committee on by-laws to up-date and
revise the by-laws to meet and comply with
the present day regulations. President John
W. Thurston appointed Edward J. Baldwin,
Jr.,, Chairman and D. Paul Jack as part of a
two-member committee to study and pro-
pose the needed changes.

* % %

On April 1988, at the Twenty-Fifth
Annual School of Instruction as the yearly
conference had now come to be known,
after two years of study and consideration
by the committee and board of directors, the
amended by-laws were approved and adopt-
ed by the voting membership of the Virginia
Plumbing Inspectors Association.

On July 21, 1990, at the Association’s
summer meeting, the voting membership of
the Virginia Plumbing Inspectors
Association voted unanimously to change
the name of the Association to the Virginia
Plumbing and Mechanical Inspectors
Association. The change was felt necessary
because of the number of jurisdictions with-
in the Commonwealth of Virginia having
separate mechanical inspection divisions
whose inspectors were seeking educational
opportunity. It was the feeling of the mem-
bership that this Association could provide
that opportunity of educational instruction.

In-as-much as there were some other con-
cerns regarding the by-laws, the Committee
on By-Laws, consisting of Edward ]J. Baldwin,
Jr.,, Chairman, Kenneth R. Snyder, Sr. and D.
Paul Jack, Vice Chairmen, William E Hines,
Dennis W. McNaughton, Thomas C. Roberts
and Paul M. Adams, Executive Secretary,
was directed by President Robert M. Broome
to study and submit amendments to the by-
laws reflecting the name change and other
necessary changes needed to include the
mechanical personnel. Through the course
of the study, an executive board, four regional
directors positions and specific duties of the
presidential appointed chairpersons were
incorporated. The amended by-laws were
approved by the committee on September 6,
1990 by the board of directors on October 6,
1990 and by the general membership in
December 1, 1990.

After a period of working under the

executive board, which consisted of the
elected officers and the four regional
directors, the board of directors instructed
the Committee on By-Laws to once again
review and recommend any needed changes
deemed necessary. This resulted in more
changes being proposed, the most signifi-
cant being a change in the fundamental
membership and voting rules. The system
used since the beginning of the Association
was that of jurisdictional membership with
a limit of one vote per jurisdiction. The pro-
posed amendments included a change to
individual membership with one vote per
active member (associate members must
remain without a vote in order to protect
chapter membership in building officials and
code administrations international).

The progress of these amendments, of the
proposals and counter proposals, spanned
the terms of three presidents and three by-
laws committees. The first action of the gen-
eral membership, which resulted in a
change, was made on March 26, 1994 at the
conclusion of the Thirty-First Annual School
of Instruction. That change eliminated the
executive board and dictated meeting sched-
ules. Action was taken on June 25, 1994
which clarified the responsibilities of various
officers and both board and presidential
appointments. The action which resulted in
the current by-laws was taken at the winter
meeting on December 3, 1994.

During the course of the by-laws change
process, another transition for our
Association was under way. In the spirit of
promoting closer cooperation between
inspectors, inspection departments and
plumbing contractors, the membership
decided to hold the Twenty-Eighth Annual
School of Instruction in Norfolk. The dates
were April 11, 12, and 13, 1991 and this
coincided with the annual meeting of The
Virginia Cross Connection Control
Association, The Virginia Association of
Plumbing, Heating and Cooling
Contractors, and the Richmond Chapter of
The American Society of Plumbing
Engineers. Although the various associa-
tions involved held their own separate edu-
cational and business meetings, the trade
exposition, where new products and materi-
als could be analyzed and evaluated in a
“hands-on” manner, was a central focal
point. This cooperation has proven to be a
successful format and continues with most

of the same organizations being involved.

The Virginia Plumbing and Mechanical
Inspectors Association was founded for the
purpose of education and communication.
As further evidence of this commitment, the
annual summer meeting was expanded,
beginning in 1994, to include a day of tech-
nical training. With the consolidation of
BOCA, ICBO and SBCCI into the Internat-
ional Code Council and subsequent adoption
of the International Codes in Virginia, the
potential for growth has expanded and we
have taken up the challenge. We continue to
be a leader in the support of education and
code development. In 2002 we received the
BOCA Chapter of the Year Award for excel-
ling in educational opportunities, membership
and participation in BOCA activities. In 2004,
we received the Directors Award from the
Virginia Department of Housing and
Community Development in recognition of
our members’ participation in the develop-
ment and delivery of plumbing and mechani-
cal code educational modules for the Virginia
Building Code Academy as well as conduct-
ing statewide training in plumbing, mechani-
cal and fuel gas code requirements and serv-
ice on the Building Code Academy Advisory
Committee. In 2005 the Association was hon-
ored to accept a Chapter Merit Award from
the International Code Council.

Closer ties with our partners in code devel-
opment and administration both within
Virginia and throughout the country have
developed. VPMIA, along with the Virginia
Building and Code Officials Association and
the Virginia Fire Prevention Association
came together in October of 2005 for the
first ever joint conference. The educational
seminar lasted for four days with duel tracks
offering a wide variety of training from Legal
Aspects of Code Enforcement to Hydrogen
Refueling Station installations. We have
strengthened our Association by focusing
on our responsibilities and purpose. Our
foundation now consists of a vision, a mis-
sion and a strategic plan to further our
goals. Thus we go onward, not knowing
what challenges are to be faced tomorrow,
but confident that through our dedication
to learning today, we will be prepared.

Making History

The VPMIA, VBCOA, VFPA Joint Conference
On October 21, 2005 the Virginia Plumbing
and Mechanical Inspectors Association

together with the Virginia Building Officials
Association and the Virginia Fire Prevention
Association held the first ever Joint Code
Conference in Hampton, Virginia at
Hampton’s brand new Conference Center.
The conference was a four day event that
offered training in all areas of code enforce-
ment. The Conference gave the participants
an opportunity to network with each other,
develop code knowledge, and earn valued
continuing education credits towards certifi-
cation maintenance. The training, which
included everything from Legal Aspects of
Code Enforcement to Kitchen Exhaust
Installations, was the center piece of the
conference utilizing top trainers from
around the country.

ICC CEOQO, James Lee Witt, former FEMA
Director and ICC President Henry L. Green
were on hand to install Officers and speak
to the members. They spoke about the
International Code Council Foundation that
is helping the Gulf Region Code Officials
that were devastated by the hurricanes last
summer, get back on their feet. They also
spoke regarding ICCss efforts to provide uni-
form codes for users nationwide. Mr. Witt is
spearheading an effort called HEROS. It
helps wounded war veterans retrofit their
homes for handicapped accessibility as they
return from war with devastating handicaps.

A table-top show, with manufacturers of
building materials, computer systems and
organizations such as ICC and UL were on
hand to discuss their products and services.
Several of the table-top vendors also taught
classes in their specialized areas. The ICC
delivered a whole day class on the legal
aspects of code enforcement which generated
many questions from the class participants.

The social events were a big hit and well
attended. On Saturday evening participants
were treated to a buffet dinner and casino
night at the Air and Space Museum, in
Hampton. Everyone had a great time at the
casino night and enjoyed the flight simula-
tors. The next morning you had your
choice of a golf outing or a fishing trip on
the Chesapeake Bay. Although there weren't
any hole in ones and very few fish were
caught, everyone had a good time and took
advantage of the opportunity to network.

Plans are being made for another joint con-
ference in the future so be prepared to find
yourself among the finest code enforcement
officials in the state when we do it again. B
